Lift Up Your Eyes To See The Glory Of The King

Luke 19:28-44 (ESV)

And when he had said these things, he went on ahead, going up to Jerusalem.
When he drew near to Bethphage and Bethany, at the mount that is called Olivet,
he sent two of the disciples, saying, “Go into the village in front of you, where on
entering you will find a colt tied, on which no one has ever yet sat. Untie it and
bring it here. If anyone asks you, ‘Why are you untying it?’ you shall say this: ‘The
Lord has need of it”” So those who were sent went away and found it just as he
had told them. And as they were untying the colt, its owners said to them, “Why
are you untying the colt?” And they said, “The Lord has need of it.” And they
brought it to Jesus, and throwing their cloaks on the colt, they set Jesus on it. And
as he rode along, they spread their cloaks on the road. As he was drawing near —
already on the way down the Mount of Olives —the whole multitude of his
disciples began to rejoice and praise God with a loud voice for all the mighty
works that they had seen, saying, “Blessed is the King who comes in the name of
the Lord! Peace in heaven and glory in the highest!” And some of the Pharisees in
the crowd said to him, “Teacher, rebuke your disciples.” He answered, “I tell you, if
these were silent, the very stones would cry out.” And when he drew near and
saw the city, he wept over it, saying, “Would that you, even you, had known on
this day the things that make for peace! But now they are hidden from your eyes.
For the days will come upon you, when your enemies will set up a barricade
around you and surround you and hem you in on every side and tear you down to
the ground, you and your children within you. And they will not leave one stone
upon another in you, because you did not know the time of your visitation.”

Zechariah 9:9-13 (ESV)

Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout aloud, O daughter of Jerusalem!
Behold, your king is coming to you; righteous and having salvation is he, humble
and mounted on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey. | will cut off the chariot
from Ephraim and the war horse from Jerusalem; and the battle bow shall be cut
off, and he shall speak peace to the nations; his rule shall be from sea to sea, and
from the River to the ends of the earth. As for you also, because of the blood of
my covenant with you, | will set your prisoners free from the waterless pit. Return
to your stronghold, O prisoners of hope; today | declare that | will restore to you
double. For | have bent Judah as my bow; | have made Ephraim its arrow. | will stir
up your sons, O Zion, against your sons, O Greece, and wield you like a warrior’s
sword.

The glory of the King is seen by the rocks.

Acts 4:10-12 (ESV)

...let it be known to all of you and to all the people of Israel that by the name of
Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead —
by him this man is standing before you well. This Jesus is the stone that was
rejected by you, the builders, which has become the cornerstone. And there is
salvation in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given among
men by which we must be saved.

The glory of the King is seen by little children.

Matthew 21:15-16 (ESV)

But when the chief priests and the scribes saw the wonderful things that he did,
and the children crying out in the temple, “Hosanna to the Son of David!” they
were indignant, and they said to him, “Do you hear what these are saying?” And
Jesus said to them, “Yes; have you never read, “‘Out of the mouth of infants and
nursing babies you have prepared praise.”?”

The glory of the King is seen by the Gentiles.

John 12:19-23 (ESV)



So the Pharisees said to one another, “You see that you are gaining nothing. Look,
the world has gone after him.” Now among those who went up to worship at the
feast were some Greeks. So these came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida in
Galilee, and asked him, “Sir, we wish to see Jesus.” Philip went and told Andrew;
Andrew and Philip went and told Jesus. And Jesus answered them, “The hour has
come for the Son of Man to be glorified.”

We show that we see the glory of the King when we lay down our earthly hopes.

Exodus 22:26-27 (ESV)

If ever you take your neighbor’s cloak in pledge, you shall return it to him before
the sun goes down, for that is his only covering, and it is his cloak for his body; in
what else shall he sleep? And if he cries to me, | will hear, for | am compassionate.

We show that we see the glory of the King when we cry out to Jesus for salvation.

Romans 10:9-13 (ESV)

...because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your
heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart
one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is saved. For
the Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in him will not be put to shame.” For
there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all,
bestowing his riches on all who call on him. For “everyone who calls on the name
of the Lord will be saved.”
