The God Of All Comfort

God stands ready to comfort you

2 Corinthians 1:3-7 (ESV)
Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort, who comforts us in all our affliction, so that we may be able to comfort those who are in any affliction, with the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God. For as we share abundantly in Christ’s sufferings, so through Christ we share abundantly in comfort too. If we are afflicted, it is for your comfort and salvation; and if we are comforted, it is for your comfort, which you experience when you patiently endure the same sufferings that we suffer. Our hope for you is unshaken, for we know that as you share in our sufferings, you will also share in our comfort.

Comfort Defined

Paraklesis = (holy urging, person called to walk alongside) is used of the Lord directly motivating and inspiring believers to carry out His plan, delivering His particular message to someone else

Remember Your Faith To Be Comforted

Remember to stir up your faith to patiently endure your trial

Joshua 24:15b-16a, 18b (NASB)
…but as for me and my house we will serve the LORD.” The people answered and said, “Far be it from us that we should forsake the LORD to serve other gods! …We also will serve the LORD, for He is our God!”

1 Peter 4:19 (ESV)
Therefore let those who suffer according to God’s will entrust their souls to a faithful Creator while doing good.

Remember To Pray To Be Comforted

Remember to pray and believe the Lord will generously grant you wisdom in your test

2 Chronicles 20:21-22(NASB)
When he had consulted with the people, he appointed those who sang to the LORD and those who praised Him in holy attire, as they went out before the army and said, “Give thanks to the LORD, for His lovingkindness is everlasting.” When they began singing and praising, the LORD set ambushes against the sons of Ammon, Moab and Mount Seir, who had come against Judah; so they were routed.

James 1:2-5 (ESV)
Count it all joy, my brothers, when you meet trials of various kinds, for you know that the testing of your faith produces steadfastness. And let steadfastness have its full effect, that you may be perfect and complete, lacking in nothing. If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask God, who gives generously to all without reproach, and it will be given him.

Remember God’s Miracles To Be Comforted

Remember God’s miracles to increase your faith

1 Samuel 17:37a (ESV)
And David said, “The LORD who delivered me from the paw of the lion and from the paw of the bear will deliver me from the hand of this Philistine.”

Matthew 16:8-10 (NASB)
But Jesus, aware of this, said, “You men of little faith, why do you discuss among yourselves that you have no bread? Do you not yet understand or remember the five loaves of the five thousand, and how many baskets full you picked up? Or the seven loaves of the four thousand, and how many large baskets full you picked up?”

Remember God’s Promises To Be Comforted

Remember the promises of God related to your trial and trust God with confidence

1 Kings 8:56 (ESV)
Blessed be the LORD who has given rest to his people Israel, according to all that he promised. Not one word has failed of all his good promise, which he spoke by Moses his servant.

2 Peter 1:2-4a (NASB)
Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord; seeing that His divine power has granted to us everything pertaining to life and godliness, through the true knowledge of Him who called us by His own glory and excellence. For by these He has granted to us His precious and magnificent promises, so that by them you may become partakers of the divine nature.

Remember God’s Purposes To Be Comforted

Remember that your trials are not for your harm but always for your benefit


Genesis 50:20 (NASB)
As for you, you meant evil against me, but God meant it for good in order to bring about this present result, to preserve many people alive.

1 Peter 1:6-7 (NASB)
In this you greatly rejoice, even though now for a little while, if necessary, you have been distressed by various trails, so that the proof of your faith, being more precious than gold which is perishable, even though tested by fire, may be found to result in praise and glory and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ.
